The notice is designed to provide industry with advance notification of the details of an upcoming
procurement activity to be held in relation to a future capability the Department of Defence is
seeking to acquire. Project SEA4000 Phase 6 (the Project) seeks to deliver an upgraded Aegis
Combat Management System and an Australian developed Interface to the Hobart Class
Destroyers (DDG). The Combat System Upgrade will positively contribute to the development of the
Sovereign Industry Capability Priorities (SICPs) associated with continuous naval shipbuilding and
complex systems integration in accordance with the 2018 Defence Industrial Capability Plan. The
upgrade will also enable enhanced connectedness across Australian maritime capabilities and
improved interoperability with allied forces.
Defence is anticipating to release an Invitation to Register (ITR) in relation to Platform Integration
services in the near future and seeks a quick turnaround on responses from industry. The ITR will
focus on key strategic information and approach to the requirements. This ITR will be open to all of
industry and will seek to identify potential suppliers capable of fulfilling Defence’s requirements.
The ITR intends to shortlist industry participants that have the capability and capacity to deliver
Defence’s requirements by undertaking the following activities:
a. provision of platform integration services for the physical upgrade of the DDG Combat
Management System (CMS) including, but not limited to, the removal of the existing Aegis baseline
and Australian Tactical Interface, installation of the upgraded Aegis baseline and Australian
Interface and provision of platform integration support to Combat System Light Off (CSLO) and
CMS acceptance trials;
b. working collaboratively with the other industry partners related to SEA4000 Phase 6 such as the
Combat Systems Integrator (CSI) and ship designer to achieve successful delivery of the SEA4000
Phase 6 Aegis upgrade; and
c. working collaboratively with the DDG Systems Program Office (DDGSPO) In-Service Support
Contractors (ISSCs) where the execution of maintenance, engineering or other ship systems
upgrades is occurring concurrently with SEA4000 Phase 6 Aegis upgrade activities. Note that the
DDGSPO will be responsible for management.
